· stay at home

· Can if you are still concerned, stay at home and call your GP, who may suggest a course of anti-viral drug treatment.  This is designed to reduce the symptoms and help a quicker recovery.

· Notify our local health authority 

· Notify parents/guardians

· Notify schools and other partners
